Picture Butte High School – Modernization Update – January 2009
The modernization project is moving from the conceptual phase to the design phase. The concept phase has met both the project’s scope and budget expectations. Design development has begun and the school will be hosting 15 construction professionals (architect, engineers and consultants) on January 21st & 22nd. They will be performing a detailed inspection of the site, taking specific measurements for design drawings, inspecting existing mechanical, electrical and plumbing, all in preparation for the architectural drawings. The proposed timeline for the project will be as follows:

January – design development

February, March, April – contract documents

May – tenders

July – construction begins!
The architect will also be spending 2 or 3 days at the school with staff to discuss specifics and details regarding each teaching area in the school. Further meetings with the steering committee are also planed to allow for continued community input.

Our lead architect, Daniel Heaton, will be at the school (6-8 pm) on February 25, 2009 during our annual open house. He will be available to answer questions and provide you with insights into the project’s progress.
